Tactical Urbanism Maintenance Agreement
 
WHEREAS, ____________________________ (hereinafter referred to as “Project Sponsor(s)”) is the primary party responsible for maintaining the tactical urbanism project (the “Project”), exactly as shown on the site plan(s) (attached hereto as Exhibit “A”), to be located at    
________________________________________________________________________________
(address or location) in the City of Atlanta, Georgia (the “City”).
 
WHEREAS, the Project Sponsor(s) proposes to install the Project within the City’s public right-of-way and the City is willing to permit this subject to certain conditions, including but not limited to the execution of this Tactical Urbanism Maintenance Agreement (the “Maintenance Agreement”); and 

WHEREAS, the Project Sponsor(s) shall be responsible for maintaining the Project for the agreed upon duration of _________________ of the Project being within the City’s public right-of-way. The City will not be responsible for reinstalling, maintaining, or removing any elements of the Project; and

THEREFORE, in order to induce the City to issue a permit to the Project Sponsor(s) for the installation of the Project, the Project Sponsor(s) agrees for itself, its officers, agents, heirs, assigns and successors, or other designees, to indemnify and hold harmless the City, its officers, agents and employees from any damages or claims from damages, suits, cost, judgments, losses, and injuries arising out of the Project Sponsor’s Project maintenance, removal of the Project, or the use of the Project by the public at large and agrees that the City does not waive its right to be held harmless and indemnified by the Project Sponsor(s), by the City having permitted the Project, even though the City may be found to have been negligent as a matter of law because of its act or failure to act in regard thereto.  This indemnification shall be enforceable against the Project Sponsor(s).  

The Project Sponsor(s) agrees, for itself, its officers, agents, heirs assigns and successors-in-title, or other designees, to remove or modify all or part of the Project if requested in writing to do so by the City, at the expense of the Project Sponsor and at no expense to the City, said removal or modification to be completed within a reasonable time after such request has been made. If the Project Sponsor(s) fails to remove or modify all or part of Project as requested within 60 days after notice by the City pursuant to reasonable exercise of the City’s police powers, the City shall on notice remove or modify all or part of the Project and all cost to be borne by the Project Sponsor(s).    
 
This Maintenance Agreement shall inure exclusively to the benefit of the City, its officers, agents and employees and the Project Sponsor (s). Neither the Project Sponsor(s) nor any other party, person or entity shall have any rights under this Maintenance Agreement, whether for insurance or otherwise.
